Information on our Authorize.Net Emulator is listed below: 

We have designed our gateway to handle transaction submissions and responses in the Authorize.Net format. 

For example, if your shopping cart supports the Authorize.Net gateway, all you or your developers would have to do is change the transaction POST URL. 

The Emulator transaction POST URL is as follows:  (AIM Method)

Once you have updated the Authorize.Net module to point to the above URL, it will submit transactions to the gateway in their format, however, we can understand them. 

You can use the following credentials for testing of submitting transactions: 

API ID is our username = (testing user is “demo”) [Please have your form as for Username] 

Transaction Key is our password = (testing password is “password”) [Please have your form as for Transaction Password]
